g) Issues related to ambiguity in contract terms may not be taken up aftera contract has been
signed, all such issues should be highlighted before consummation of the contract by the

Integrity Pact

Integrity Pact binds both buyers and sellers to ethical conduct andtransparency in allactivities from pre-selection
of bidders, bidding and contracting, implementation, completion and operation related tothe contract.

The Integrity pact essentially envisages an agreement between the prospective vendors/bidders and the buyer,
committing the persons/officials of both sides, not toresort to any corrupt practices in any aspect/stage of the
contract.

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CHAPTER 2: CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT
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GENERAL CONDITIONS OF CONTRACT (GCC)

Definitions

The following words and expressions shall have the meanings hereby assigned tothem:

(a) “Contract” means the Contract Agreement entered into between the Purchaser and the Supplier, together
with the Contract Documents referred to therein, including all attachments, appendices, and all documents
incorporated by reference therein.

(b) “Contract Documents” means the documents listed in the Contract Agreement, including any amendments
thereto.

(c) “Contract Price” means the price payable to the Supplier as specifiedin the Contract Agreement, subject to
such additions and adjustments thereto or deductions there from, as may be made pursuant to the
Contract.

(d) “Day” means calendar day.

(e) “Completion” means the fulfilment of the Goods and related Services by the Supplier in accordance with
the terms and conditions set forth in the Contract.

(f) “GCC” means the General Conditions of Contract.

(g) “Goods” means all of the commodities, raw material, machinery and equipment, and/or other materials
that the Supplier is required to supply to the Purchaser under the Contract.

(h) “Related Services” means the services incidental to the supply of the goods, such as transportation,
insurance, installation, training and initial maintenance and other such obligations of the Supplier under
the Contract.

(i) “sCC” means the Special Conditions of Contract.

(j) “Subcontractor” means any natural person, private or government entity, or a combination of the above, to
whom any part of the Goods to be supplied or execution of any part of the Related Services is subcontracted
by the Supplier.

(k) Supplier” means the natural person, private or government entity, or a combination of the above, whose
bid to perform the Contract has been accepted by the Purchaser and is named as suchin the Contract
Agreement.

Any dispute or differencein respect of which a notice
of intention to commence arbitration has been given in accordance with this Clause shall be finally settled by
arbitration. Arbitration may be commenced prior to or after delivery of the Goods under the Contract.

The dispute settlement mechanism/arbitration proceedings shall be concluded as under:
